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Secretary's Report for the Year 2024-25 : This year is a “year of performance for our students”.
Our students participated in “Khasdar Krida Mohotsav”, Govt. of Maharashtras 'Diwyang Kala
Mohotsav' & also partiparticipated in 30th Special Employees Meet of National Institute for the
Empowerment of Persons with Intellectual Disability (earlier name NIMH - National Institute of
Mental Health) at Secundarabad. Our students performance brought accolades at all these
events.

Hostel construction is yet to be completed & it is our endeavour to complete it at the earlier
possible. All other activities such as special education, vocational training, residential camp,
Parents Relief Centre (PRC) etc. went on smoothly throughout the year.

In academic year 2024-25, 12 new students were admitted. Out of these, 5 students are from
Butibori & nearby areas & 7 students are in the age group of 6 to 10 years.

Special Education :Thisyear there were total 61 students in Schooling section, out of which 35 are
boys & 26 are girls. There were 10 classes & 11 special teaches
who monitored 'The Disha Abhiyan' curriculum for these
students. The required teaching aids were available in each
classroom & flash card etc. were prepared by our teaching staff for
these students.

CRC, Nagpur chapter donated some Teaching Learning Material
(TLM) to few of our students which were used for learning of these
students at theirhome.

! One of our professional donor prepared TLM as per the needs of
our students in which educational, grip development, eye & hand
co-ordination flash cards were required.

Rehabilitation Unit : There are 13 students in Vocational class - 9 boys & 4 girls. They are being
trained as per theirinterest & wish of their parents to accommodate them to work in rehabilitation
unitsin future.

In our rehabilitation units in total 49 students are engaged - 34 boys & 15 girls. Their skills are being
utilized in our different rehab units such as Rakhi, Charkha, Panati
(Diwali Diya), Handloom, Screen Printing, Bouquet etc.

There is a good demand for our cotton flower bouquet & also to |/
Handloom Yoga mats. Some time we are unable to fulfil demands F
for these material as our students lack in “Adoptive Behaviour” &
dothe workas pertheir speed. Still we always try to encourage our
students so that the item/material reach you as per demand. We
thank you for your continued support & encouragement to our
studentsinthis rehab process.
